New Pugwash Library Now Open

For many months, Pugwash and area residents
have watched as the community’s new $2.198
million library take shape on the waterfront. That
wait came to an end in early February when the
3,900-square foot building was completed.

The chief librarian of the Cumberland Public Li-
braries, Denise Corey, said “I’'m very excited for
people to be able to come in and look at this
space and spend time here. It’s going to be an
excellent space for people to come and just hang

ut.” Corey said the Pugwash library will be one
of the busiest in the seven-library chain. She ex-
pects those numbers to grow in the new building,
adding the library serves much more than Pug-
wash but its users extend along the Northumber-
land Strait area, especially in summer, and all the
way to the Oxford area.

Work on the library began in 2022 when the Mu-
nicipality of Cumberiand announced plans to
build the library. The Pugwash Library had been
located at the former Pugwash train station
since 1988. When construction was complete
library staff moved the collection to be ready for
opening day.

Area councillor Jennifer Houghtaling is thrilled
with the new building. “It has been over 10 years
of community meetings discussing a new library
for Pugwash for myself, and for others it has
been much longer,” she said. “l am so very grate-
ful to the staff, mayor and my fellow councillors
who made this a priority and moved it to the top
of the list for my community.” Houghtaling said
the beautiful space and sunny nooks where peo-
ple can enjoy a good book will be cherished by
everyone and it could not have happened with-
out the many dedicated volunteers who put so
much effort into making sure this came to be.

One of the features of the new library is a pro-
gram room that will be used for various library
events such as book club and activities for people
both young and old. it will also be available to the
community and Corey is already hearing of or-
ganizations wanting to book the room.

While the library is open, she said there are a few
items left to be worked on. An official opening

will be held in late July.

Tree planting Tips
Did you lose a lot of trees in Hurricane Fiona?
Spring is coming and is a great time of year to
plant new trees or shrubs.

Before spending a lot of money on new trees,
do a little research and look around your partic-
ular property to review what you want to plant.

Which trees survived the storm better than oth-
ers around you? Take your notes with you when
you go shopping so that you purchase a tree that
will be the right species, height (eventually) and
in the right kind of soil and location.

Some tree species evolved specifically to our
soils, weather and pests. They will thrive here,

while exotic species may struggle and also will
not support other parts of animals and plants in
our environment that native trees will support.

RCMP Services in Cumberland County

As Nova Scotia's provincial police, the RCMP provides provin-
cial, municipal and federal policing services from Cape North
to Cape Sable Island, and everywhere between.

The RCMP proudly serves Pugwash as part of Cumberland
County through a Provincial Policing Service Agreement.
Through this agreement, the federal government funds 30%
of the County’s policing budget.

In addition to this federal contribution, the RCMP provides
several highly specialized operational, tactical, and investiga-
tive supports at little-to-no cost to County taxpayers. Some of
these services, which support municipal policing agencies
across the province, include:

* Emergency Response Team (ERT) ERT offers tactical re-
sponse to a variety of critical incidents, such as armed and

barricaded persons and hostage takings.

* Human Trafficking Unit (HTU)

HTU conducts human trafficking investigations and facilitates
victim support.

* Major Crimes Unit (MCU)

MCU investigates homicides, attempted homicides, suspicious
disappearances, drug trafficking activities and sexual assaults.
* Police Dog Service (PDS)

Our PDS service is trained to detect explosives, firearms and
narcotics; our dog teams also search crime scenes and con-
duct search and rescue missions.

* Provincial Internet Child Exploitation Unit (ICE)

The ICE unit locates and helps child victims of sexual abuse
and identifies those responsible for these crimes.

* Underwater Recovery Team (URT)

URT assists with tactical operations, underwater searches for
missing persons, and recovery of evidence.

Through the RCMP’s District Policing Model, general duty and
specialized units in Cumberland County are strategically coor-
dinated and responsive to day-to-day service requirements.

About 1,000 RCMP officers work throughout Nova Scotia,
serving 40 municipalities and 13 First Nation communities.

The Friends of the Pugwash Estuary (FOPE)
weathered the effects of Hurricane Fiona
with no damage to Estuary House; sadly the
same cannot be said for our trails. The wind
damage to the forests and the trees, especially
the older, larger trees was terrible and even
the storm surge played a role in damaging the
boardwalks adjacent to the salt-marshes. Sev-
eral work parties throughout the fall cleared
Estuary Trail, rebuilt a bridge on the first
loop of the Peace Trail and opened that loop
and the trail as far as Spirit lake from
Thompson Rd. Trailhead and as far as Yel-
low Birch Bridge from the Crowley Rd.
Trailhead. With grant funding through the
Trails Federation we will have opened the
remainder of the Peace Trail by the end of
February.

FOPE did host a Fall Colours Paddle, despite
the effects of Fiona. It was interesting to look
at the forest damage from the water and Can-
field Creek remained unblocked all the way
to the tidal lakes.

FOPE also did a Fall Migratory Bird Count
in September. Bird numbers were down from

previous years, possibly due to Fiona as well.
The prolonged warm weather through the fall
months resulted in large numbers of Canada
Geese and Black Ducks still present for the
Christmas Bird Count, while winter forest
birds such as the ruby crowned kinglet were
not seen.

FOPE was very pleased to host a successful
Dinner and Trivia Fun Evening at the Peace
Hall in November. By all accounts a good
time was had by all. We also raised funds to
put toward future projects such as renovating
and creating an Estuary Interpretive Center in
the newly stabilized building beside Estuary
House. FOPE has also continued to advocate
for nature with letters to the government on
issues related to forestry, glyphosate and pro-
tected areas.

The FOPE AGM was held February 26th at
the Peace Hall. Our Guest Speaker, Donna
Crossland, discussed Invasive Insects Threat-
ening NS Forests.

We are looking forward to an active year in

Day. Every year, we are blown away by the number of people
who volunteer part of their day to help welcome our important
visitors, competitors, judges and dignitaries. Full time and sea-
sonal residents alike, from Pugwash and from all over this end of
the County, help out and have all kinds of fun doing it. Join us!
The sooner we can confirm our volunteers, the more time we have
to spend on making this annual community fundraiser better and
better each year.

Gates - the six entrance gates are essential to the smooth running
of the festival and the primary source of revenue to keep the festi-
val going. Each one is run by a not for profit group. To keep eve-
rything secure and not too tiring, it takes at least 14 people to
run each gate in 2% hour shifts from 8am to 9pm. In return, the
Gathering will make a donation to that organization. We have
some excellent experienced groups and this year we need at least
two new organizations to each take on a gate Each group needs
a leader (we call them “wranglers”) to organize booking the shifts
on that gate.

Bankers and Runners - essential helpers to assist the chief banker
to keep revenues secure.

Highland Dance - the very essence of the Gathering of the Clans.
This is the oldest existing event and a large part of why the
Gathering happens at all. We need people to help the judge and
scrutineers. **

Pipe and Drums - pipe bands and individuals come to Pugwash
every year to compete in the competition at Thinkers Lodge. We
need people here too, to help the Chief Steward and judges. We
will also need a scrutineer to keep score of competition results.

Heavyweight Games - national and international champions come
to Pugwash to throw heavy object around the elementary school
playing grounds. We need help to keep things in order there too.
We could also use some help filling in the “divots” the cabers and
hammers make when we fill them in later in the summer.

Parade - we need directors, marshals and judges. Sometimes the
animals leave a deposit that should be cleaned up.

Bouncy Castles and Giant Sand Pit - Sell wristbands for rides and
help supervise around the inflatables and the kiddies playing in
the volleyball sand. The area needs some preparation ahead of
the event to make it safe and clean to use. **

Vendors - help set up in the right spot early in the morning.

Entertainment - help out our stage manager and technicians or
help with keeping the stage area secure while the bands are
playing. Artists often have merchandise to sell and we could use
help with that too.

Publicity and Marketing - we could use your marketing ideas or
your energy to distribute publicity.

The Heating Assistance Rebate is available until
March 31st. You can apply online at https://
harp.novascotia.ca/harp/start.xhtm| There are

also forms at the Village Hall.

To qualify for the rebate, you need to pay for your
own home (residential) heat and meet 1 of the
following criteria:

* have a net income of $85,000 or less and live
alone with no kids or dependents

* have a combined net household income of
$85,000 or less and live with kids, dependents or
other adults

* receive Income Assistance from the Department
of Community Services

* receive the Guaranteed Income Supplement (GIS)

or the Allowance from Service Canada

You may still qualify if your personal or financial
situation has changed since last year. Examples of
changes include becoming widowed, divorced or
legally separated, losing your job, turning 18, re-
cently arriving in Canada, or changing custody of
your children. Contact the Department of Service
Nova Scotia and Internal Services to determine
your qualifications.

Application deadline is 31 March 2023.

You can apply online for the rebate. Please look at
the application for details on all required sup-

porting documents.

Submit your completed application and any sup-
porting documents. Check your application status
online (if you apply online).

It should take eight weeks to get your rebate. It can
take longer if more information is needed or if your
application hasn’t been filled in correctly. The
government may contact you by email if more
information is required to process your rebate.

If your income tax refund is direct deposited, your
heating assistance rebate is too. If not, your rebate
is mailed to you.

The NS Legislature has been recalled for March
21st, 2023, for the Spring Session. My staff and |
are preparing and welcome your ideas and sugges-
tions for new legislation and amendments to ex-
isting legislation. The Spring Session also brings a
new provincial budget.
